The academic program at Martin Luther King, Jr. Early College is rigorous.  Students are expected to devote themselves 
to their studies, maintain good attendance, participate in college readiness programs, behave according to DPS and school 
policies, and dress in the required uniform.  When they attend college classes, field trips, or internships, students will be 
expected to be good ambassadors of Martin Luther King, Jr. Early College and the community. 

Parents and/or guardians are expected to actively support their sons and daughters as they progress through this rigorous 
program.  They will be expected to guide their children toward post-secondary institutions and take advantage of the workshops 
offered by the Martin Luther King, Jr. Early College with regard to college admissions, financial aid, and scholarships. 

The Early College will operate under a cooperative agreement with the Community College of Aurora.  The Early College will 
work diligently to provide tuition-waived and concurrent-enrollment programs to our high school students.  Such programs 
include Fast College, Fast Jobs or the Post-Secondary Options Enrollment Act (PSEO). 

 The Fast College, Fast Jobs programðwhich applies to students in the Class of 2011 and beyondðenables students to 
attend DPS for a 5th year in their effort to earn an associatesô degree OR a career/technical certificate, provided they 
maintain a 2.0 (C) average. 

 Under PSEO, families who qualify for free/reduced lunch or who can demonstrate a financial hardship will quality for a 
tuition waiver.  Families who do not qualify for the upfront waiver will be expected to pay for college tuition, although they 
will be reimbursed after the student successfully passes the course.   

Students and their families may also be responsible for some fees and/or textbook costs under any of the programs.  Martin 
Luther King, Jr. Early College will endeavor to keep the program affordable for all families. 

Tuition-waived programs generally require students to pass placement tests in order to take college-level courses.  If a student 
fails to pass a college-level course, the student and family will be responsible for paying tuition costs.  It is therefore critically 
important for students to maintain good grades and to work hard at improving their proficiency. 

Students who are not able to meet the rigor of Martin Luther King, Jr. Early College will be placed on probation.  Students may 
be placed on probation for academic, behavioral, attendance, or other reasons.   If they are still unable to keep up after the 
probationary period, students will be counseled to a high school that better suits their needs.
