to bring a PREPARED monologue to this workshop and get feedback by students on their performance). Physical Acting
(students need a prepared monologue for this workshopN will work on building a character through leading centers, postures,
walk, sitting) , Ballet (students will learn a combination from the movie Center Stage and basic ballet technique), Makeup
(students will learn fundamentals of stage makeup and how to make realistic bruises), Dialects (students will explore New
York, British, and Irish dialects), Shakespeare (an intro to interpreting/acting the Bard® text), African Dance (students will
explore movement and learn a short dance), Vocal Master Class (students must bring a PREPARED song with sheet musicN
students will sing their song and get feedback), Technical Theatre (students will explore tech with basic introduction to
